The Allentown Village Society is happy to announce our scholarship award program. Four $2000.00
scholarships will be awarded to high school seniors attending Buffalo/ Erie County public, private or
parochial schools and have been accepted at post secondary schools in an art study program. The
awards are granted at the rate of $1000.00 per year for the first two years of study and are for the
exclusive use towards the purchase of art supplies and equipment at the store / bookstore of the
student's choice. Account monies cannot be carried over from year to year and any unused funds
at the end of the school year will be returned to the Allentown Village Society.

PLEASE READ CAREFULLY. Because of increased applications numbers, the following rules
must be strictly complied with; any deviation will disqualify the student's application.

Deadline: Saturday, April 9, 2011 - No Exceptions
Each applicant must submit:

1. A single portfolio containing five (5) of the student's original art work. The outside of the portfolio
must be clearly labeled with the student's name, address, phone number and high school, as well
as the art instructor's name and phone number.

* Content - varied media chosen by the student
* Each piece must have a sticker attached with student's name, phone number and school.
* All artwork must be in a single portfolio. Three dimensional work may be boxed separately.

2. A single manila envelope complete with the following forms. The outside of this envelope must
be clearly labeled with the student's name, address, phone number and high school.
* A copy of BOTH parents' Federal Income Tax Returns from the previous year
AND a copy of the completed Financial Aid Form (FAF) as sent to colleges.
* A copy of the acceptance letter from the school he/she plans to attend.
* Completed Student Information form - ASA page 1 of 4
* Completed Cost Information form - ASA page 2 of 4
* Two letters of recommendation:
One from an art or art related teacher. Recommendation Form 1 - ASA page 3 of 4
One from any gualified, non-related person. Recommendation Form 2 - ASA page 4 of 4
Each of these letters must be in its own separate sealed envelope. These cannot be mailed
separately. These envelopes must be placed together with all the student's forms. The
deadline for these is 3 days early, to give the student time to collect and assemble their forms.
